
OPTION 4

Wiltshire Council describe Option 4 as follows:

“Reduce rural bus services to 2 – 3 buses a day on regular routes and withdraw most
of the infrequent services except those that are the only service to a group of

villages.”

“The Council currently spends over £2 million a year subsidising services on 57 rural
routes. Half of these are regular services providing up to 4 or 5 buses a day in each

direction linking the villages to their nearest town, while the remainder are infrequent
services usually operating only on certain days of the week to a local market. The

Council subsidises around 960,000 passenger journeys a year on rural bus services.”

“As the savings would depend on using one bus and driver to operate two routes,
journeys would not necessarily be conveniently timed. This option would save

around £1.19 million a year.”
